Luoyang: capital for millennia and city of peonies

    Luoyang is located in central China's Henan Province. It got its name from the city's location on the sunny ("yang") side of the Luo River. Once one of the 4 Great Ancient Capitals of China, it was the heart of the Grand Canal back in its hey-day. Famous for its beautiful peonies, magnificent Longmen Grottoes and legendary White Horse Temple, Luoyang was the capital for 13 dynasties, including the dynamic and powerful Tang Dynasty. During its peak, the Tang boasted the highest population and broadest borders among all nations of the world. Like many of the world’s greatest cities, like London which has the Thames, and Cairo the Nile - a river runs right across Luoyang’s city center.


    Luoyang was regarded as the headstream of Chinese civilization. It was in Luoyang that China's earliest historical documents, the Hetu and Luoshu, were unearthed.


    The White Horse Temple, the first Buddhist temple in China, was founded in Luoyang. The temple still exists, though the architecture is of later origin, mainly from the 16th century.


    Besides, peonies are a main aesthetic feature of Luoyang's scenery. It is now customary among Luoyang locals to enjoy the splendor of peonies. When they are in blossom, the whole city teems with visitors, and when they wither, this frenzy recedes. Peonies stay in blossom from seven to 10 days, and the best time to enjoy this sight is in mid-April. Luoyang, well known for its advanced   technology, has   made








Studies of asexual propagation techniques of nurturing varieties of peonies, and promoted new strains. The city currently features 1,100-plus varieties of peonies in nine colors, including black, red, yellow, green, white, and purple. A total of 40 million plants or more grow there.


    The Longmen Grottoes are some of the finest examples of Chinese Buddhist art. There are as many as 100,000 statues within the 2,345 caves, ranging from an 1 inch  to 57 feet  in height. The images, many once painted, were carved as outside rock reliefs and inside artificial caves excavated from the limestone cliffs of the mountains. Many of these sculptures were two-faced. The Longmen Grottoes, dug around the year 493, later went through more than 400 years' large-scale construction. Built during Empress Wu's rule, the grottoes account for two thirds of the total number of statues sculpted during the Tang Dynasty. Records show that Empress Wu made a personal donation of "20,000 strings of rouge and powder money" to complete the Vairocana Buddha, whose face was
